Opening Scripture: 
Act 2:1  And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one 
place. 
Act 2:2  And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it 
filled all the house where they were sitting. 
Act 2:3  And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of 
them. 
Act 2:4  And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, 
as the Spirit gave them utterance. 
 



 
Today 31 May 2020 is a special Christian Holiday that we celebrate called Pentecost 
Sunday. 
 
Before Jesus this was a different kind of celebration 
Originally, Pentecost was a Jewish holiday held 50 days after Passover. One of three major 
feasts during the Jewish year, it celebrated Thanksgiving for harvested crops. 
 
Now we celebrate this a bit differently.  We know that Jesus became the sacrificial lamb 
when he died on the cross. 
His blood was shed for us. 
He was buried and 3 days later he was risen again. 
 
Showed himself to many witnesses.  
 
And 50 days later is when the out pouring of the Holy Ghost took place.  The beginning of 
the church. 
So we celebrate thanksgiving for the harvested souls as people repent of their sins, baptized 
in Jesus Name and Filled with the Holy Ghost.  
 
Luk 24:36  And as they thus spake, Jesus himself stood in the midst of them, and saith unto 
them, Peace be unto you. 
Luk 24:37  But they were terrified and affrighted, and supposed that they had seen a spirit. 
Luk 24:38  And he said unto them, Why are ye troubled? and why do thoughts arise in your 
hearts? 
Luk 24:39  Behold my hands and my feet, that it is I myself: handle me, and see; for a spirit 
hath not flesh and bones, as ye see me have. 
Luk 24:40  And when he had thus spoken, he shewed them his hands and his feet. 
Luk 24:41  And while they yet believed not for joy, and wondered, he said unto them, Have 
ye here any meat? 
Luk 24:42  And they gave him a piece of a broiled fish, and of an honeycomb. 
Luk 24:43  And he took it, and did eat before them. 
Luk 24:44  And he said unto them, These are the words which I spake unto you, while I was 
yet with you, that all things must be fulfilled, which were written in the law of Moses, and in 
the prophets, and in the psalms, concerning me. 
Luk 24:45  Then opened he their understanding, that they might understand the scriptures, 
Luk 24:46  And said unto them, Thus it is written, and thus it behoved Christ to suffer, and to 
rise from the dead the third day: 
Luk 24:47  And that repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name 
among all nations, beginning at Jerusalem. 
Luk 24:48  And ye are witnesses of these things. 
Luk 24:49  And, behold, I send the promise of my Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of 
Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high. 
 
 



And so His disciples obeyed.  Went to an upper room and began to wait for this power from 
God.  
10 days of praying and seeking after God.  
 
They were all filled with the Holy Ghost.  All that were together and seeking after God.  
 
Peter preached the first church message. 
 
Repent, be baptized everyone of you and you also can receive this Holy Ghost.  Its a 
promise to you.  To you children.  Even afar off in Internet land.  If you don't have the Holy 
Ghost...  Right now you can get the Holy Ghost.   Pray 
 
And Peter preached and prayed and testified and exhorted and preached.  
 
Act 2:40  And with many other words did he testify and exhort, saying, Save yourselves from 
this untoward generation. 
Act 2:41  Then they that gladly received his word were baptized: and the same day there 
were added unto them about three thousand souls. 
 
That was the first day of Church. 
 
But what I want to preach today is the day after Pentecost. 
 
Act 2:42  And they continued stedfastly in the apostles' doctrine and fellowship, and in 
breaking of bread, and in prayers. 
Act 2:43  And fear came upon every soul: and many wonders and signs were done by the 
apostles. 
Act 2:44  And all that believed were together, and had all things common; 
Act 2:45  And sold their possessions and goods, and parted them to all men, as every man 
had need. 
Act 2:46  And they, continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from 
house to house, did eat their meat with gladness and singleness of heart, 
Act 2:47  Praising God, and having favour with all the people. And the Lord added to the 
church daily such as should be saved.

Mar 12:30  And thou shalt love the Lord thy God with all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and 
with all thy mind, and with all thy strength: this is the first commandment. 
Mar 12:31  And the second is like, namely this, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. 
There is none other commandment greater than these.
